6. Discuss Faithful Citizenship over coffee with 
your friends. 

7. Take part in your diocesan lobby day. 
8. Print out the Faithful Citizenship cards and 

ask your pastor if you can pass them out 
after Mass. 

9. Vote if you’re old enough, and encourage 
adults you know to do so. 

10. Make a commitment to always defend 
human life and dignity and promote justice 
and peace. 
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
